Anne Sheldorfirst studied Facing History
in an eighth grade Holocaust unit and
became more involved by participating in
the New England regionOs Student
Symposium this past year, where students
from Boston area high schools gathered to
discuss responsibilities of citizenship in the
21stcentury. Inspired by the conversations,
students in the symposium created a video
montage of images from Darfur to raise
awareness on the genocide. Along with fellow
symposium members, Daria Schneider and
Zach Rowe, Sheldon chose to participate
further, spearheading a local letter-writing
campaign to officials in Washington, D.C.,
demanding involvement and intervention
from the U.S. government.
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Since attending a Holocaust and
Human Behavior Institute in 1998,

Nick Maraventanpa social studies and
history teacher at a suburban public high
school on Long Island, New York, has
deeply infused Facing History into his
classroom. Currently, along with colleagues
Jim Whelan and Peter Devlin, he teaches
a Facing History and Ourselves senior
elective course that more than 75% of the
student body takes. Maraventano and several

invigorate their teaching strategies
by regularly participating in Facing History
workshops and institutes.

Working
on a joint project with Facing History, the
Ministry of Education of Rwanda, the
National University of Rwanda, and the
University of California at Berkeley Human
Rights Center, Rutayisire and Mugisha have
helped develop a new history resource book,
which contains case studies identified
by Rwandans about their history.
Facing History is pivotal to the next
stageN orienting the hundreds of teachers
who will use the book in their classrooms.
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Understanding how teachers and schools
can best prepare students for democratic
citizenship is one of Ford Foundation
ProfessoFernando Reimef8 main research
goals. Impressed by Facing HistoryOs success
in developing tolerance, he has helped
Facing History scale up its global programs
and become more prominent among
leaders of education policy and practice in
Latin America. As the Director of the
International Education Policy Program
at the Harvard Graduate School of
Education, Reimers invites Facing History
staff to present workshops to his graduate

students N allowing us to educate future

leaders, educators and policymakers
of education worldwide.
